Dress Code Addendum November 13, 2002

The California Education code gives schools the authority to establish proper student dress and attire for school, including restricting anything that is considered gang related.  What this means is that schools may restrict any student’s clothing if the clothing appears to reflect gang related symbols or images, or if by color or the manner in which an item is worn it appears to be patterned in a way that identifies or affiliates with gangs or gang activities.

Because of the great concern regarding gang violence and harmful gang related activities, rule number 5 of the Davis District Junior High School Dress Code says:

 
Clothing, backpacks, make-up and other adornment may not demonstrate or suggest gang-related symbols or colors. 

At Holmes Junior High School, we believe it is important to be clear about our expectations for student dress and behavior.  We have received questions from students asking what is appropriate and what is not appropriate at school regarding gang type clothing and styles. The school district safety officer and administration met and determined the following guidelines.  These are to be used by the staff and administration to guide students about proper dress at school related to gang issues.

The following should help to further clarify our expectations:

· In general, the first rule that defines proper dress at school is that all clothes should be worn in the manner in which they were designed.  

· Baseball caps can be one of two ways, with the brim pointed forward or backward, not to the side and not turned up.

· Pants should have both pant legs down at the ankles and overalls need both straps buckled.

· No Bandanas

· Beanies can be worn if they are free of any and all logos.  

· “Du Rags”, wave caps, skull caps are not appropriate at school.

· Underwear must be covered.  Students who sag their pants and allow their underwear to be seen will no longer be warned or just asked to pull them up.  They will be sent to the office and required to change into other pants provided by the school.

· No belts and/or cords hanging free
